IDENTIFICATION

Travel within USA

For travel completed by September 30, 2021, all airlines will ask for
identification when you check in. It is recommended that you carry a passport
if you have one. A driver's license (with a photo 1.D.) is also acceptable for
domestic flights.

Effective for travel October 1, 2021 forward, the REAL ID Act standards for
identification while travelling will be in effect. This means a standard issued
driver’s license used as a form of identification will no longer be accepted for
domestic air travel within the United States. Instead, a Real ID compliant
form of identification must be presented both at the time of booking air travel
with Collette and upon checking in at the airport to board any flight. Any fees
associated with changing a reservation resulting from a non-compliant
identification will be the responsibility of the guest.

Single accommodations are limited and are available on a first come, first
served basis.

Temperatures in February and March can be quite cold. Anchorage averages
a high of 20 degrees Fahrenheit (-7 degrees Celsius) / low of 11 degrees
Fahrenheit (-12 degrees Celsius.) Talkeetna and Fairbanks average a high of
12 degrees Fahrenheit (-12 degrees Celsius) / low of -13 degrees Fahrenheit
(-25 degrees Celsius.) It is strongly recommended that guests dress
appropriately for Arctic weather.

The best time to see the northern lights is from late August through April and
this itinerary was designed with a multiple-night stay in Fairbanks to enhance
this opportunity. However, this is weather dependent, and sightings of the
northern lights are not guaranteed.

The lunch on Day 2 will be a boxed lunch so you can enjoy it on your Glacier
Cruise.
